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Code of Conduct for Students

General Responsibilities and Expected Behavior

Regular Attendance and Commitment to Studies:

= Students are required to maintain regular attendance in all academic sessions,
practicals, and examinations.

o In cases where a student must discontinue studies for legitimate reasons,
written consent from the College authorities must be obtained,

o Students who discontinue their studies must clear all outstanding dues, and if
applicable, any scholarships or financial aid provided by the institution will be
revoked.

Academic Integrity:

o All students must maintain the highest standards of academic integrity by
refraining from any form of cheating. plagiarism, or dishonest behavior in
their academic work.

o Students must demonstrate respect for intellectual property by appropriately
acknowledging the sources of ideas, data, and material used in their work.

Respecet for Rights and Property:

5 Students must show respect for the rights, dignity, and welfare of others,
regardless of their gender, caste, religion, language. physical ability, or socio-
economic background.
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o Any form of discrimination, harassment, or verbal or physical abuse will be
strictly prohibited.

o Students must take care not to damage or misuse the College’s property or the
property of their fellow students, faculty, or staff.

4. Disruptive Behavior and Campus Discipline;

o Students are required to carry and present their College-issued identity card
when requested by College authorities or security personnel.
